Liljana Skopinskaja — Tallinn University — Assessing Intercultural Communicative Competence
(60 min)

Making intercultural training an integral part of EL intstruction is probably one of the greatest challenges for
language teachers. The aim of the present presentation is to give a brief survey of the theoretical aspects of assessing
intercultural communicative competence according to the conceptual framework developed by the research group
which participated in one of the research projects of the Council of Europe’s European Centre for Modern Languages
in 2004-2007. After an expalanation of this alternative interpretation of intercultural communicative competence, an
inventory of assessment tasks is suggested. The presentation serves the aims of assisting teachers in promoting
intercultural learning in a language classroom by providing them with necessary guidance on assessing their students’
intercultural communicative competence.

Piret Kértner — Tartu University — Strictly for Highly-Experienced Teachers (90 min)

Experienced teachers know all the answers to the questions they ask. Moreover, they know all the mistakes that their
students make while answering these questions. This might kill the magic of teaching and learning and one day
teachers realise that they do not enjoy what they are doing. This is an alarming symptom of burnout. The workshop
provides ideas on how to fight burnout, humanise and refresh your coursebook, share your values and strive for
ongoing professional development.

Evi Saluveer — Institute of Education, The University of Tartu — South Africa — the Rainbow Nation (90 min)

South Africa is often referred to as the Rainbow Nation (a term created by Nobel Peace Prize winner Desmond Tutu
after the fall of the Apartheid). It captures well the extraordinary diversity of races, tribes, languages, wildlife and
landscape that characterises the country. Being the first African nation to host the World Soccer Cup it has been the
centre of media attention for the last couple of months. However, the World Cup is not the reason why South Africa
is the topic of the presentation. Having had the possibility to see the country myself in spring 2010, | would like to
share this wonderful experience as well as give teachers some material to introduce South Africa in their lessons.



Steve Lever — Express Publishing —ELT Consultant , Teacher trainer — Working With Projects
(60 min)

Project work is a great way of encouraging cooperative learning and allows learners to take learning outside the
classroom. We will be looking more closely at the benefits of this approach, how to teach it and some examples of the
work produced by learners. Examples will be taken from Express Publishing's 'Access' series.

Irma Poder — REKK — National Examination in English 2010: Task Types and Statistics (60 min)

The presentation will provide an overview of the statistics of the national examination in English 2010 and address
some of the issues of student performance in various task types of sub-skills tested at the exam.

It’s difficult to remember and find all these interesting electronic materials, web tools and links that | have
heard about or used earlier in my teaching — so I’d need them better organized,;
I would like to use more videos, pictures, posters as well as interactive exercises in my classroom;
I need means to organize group work / collaboration in class or give students an opportunity to upload their
homework and see their peers’ work and comment on it;
I’d like to organize my materials at class levels and use more interesting tools in teaching;
I’d like to produce my own teaching materials in collaboration with my colleagues or students; etc
Wikis enable all this and much more. Come and have a look!



Meeri Sild — Teacher of English, Tallinn Lillekyla Gymnasium; in-service teacher trainer for Tiger Leap
Foundation — Vocabulary development and online dictionaries (90 min)

There are many electronic dictionaries available for classroom use. In the workshop we will have a look at different
types of online dictionaries, classroom activities and online tools that help students to develop their vocabulary.

Merike Saar + Meeri Sild — All the World’s a Puzzle — what’s new? (60 min)

Now that the last of the Puzzle series textbooks is out (with emphasis on the national exam), we’d like to share some
ideas how we would use the textbooks and their electronic versions to motivate students and prepare them for life in
English speaking surroundings.

We will also offer a comparison of the national exam requirements with the task types in the Puzzle textbook series
(so that the students would feel confident at the exam).

Sirje Lepik — Teaching Vocabulary to Young Learners (60 min)

“Look under your seat®, “Sticky letters®, “Words from a jar* — these are only a few of the activities for having fun in
the YL classroom.

Some of the activities are taken from the book “Challenging Children” by Henk van Oort.

The activities are flexible enough to be adapted to any particular classroom situation. Some of them can serve as
either the beginning or the end of a lesson. Others take more time and can make up a whole lesson by themselves.

Piivi Aljamaa — Different methodological techniques for various topics teaching Young Learners (60 min)

E.g. Past Simple, Present Perfect; used to, dates etc.




Kristi Mere — National Examinations and Qualifications Centre —

The European Survey of Language Competences — challenges for the Main Study in 2011 (60 min)

In February-March 2010 the Field Test of the first European Survey on Language Competences was administered to
9™ graders from 18 European countries. In Estonia, 974 students from 79 schools sampled for the Field Test in
English took part.

Although we cannot analyse the results of the listening and reading tests at this stage, we shall be looking at the
familiarisation materials of the Study. We shall also consider the problems the students had with the writing tasks
given in the familiarisation materials and discuss the issues of marking the writing pieces.

In addition, we shall look at some issues our students have noticed in their everyday language learning practice.

Natalja Zagura — Tartu University — Interesting ideas for language teachers from the conference "Innovative
Metods in Multicultural Education” (60 min)

This presentation is meant for the teachers of English who did not have an opportunity to attend the conference
“Innovative Methods in Multicultural Education” that took place at Narva College of the University of Tartu on 13-
15 May 2010. | am going to focus on some practical ideas and activities that seemed interesting to me and will
discuss their applicability in the context of our schools (at basic and secondary school level).

Ilmar Anvelt — Department of English, University of Tartu — New York Off the Beaten Track (60 min)

Most people who visit New York go and see Times Square and Broadway, Central Park and the Metropolitan
Museum, but if you have somewhat more time, don’t be afraid to venture further out as the not so well-known places
also offer a lot of interesting sights. My talk will cover such districts of New York as Staten Island, Harlem, Brighton
Beach, Spanish Harlem and Chinatown.




Jennifer Uhler — Georgetown University, USA
Jen MacArthur — University of Vaasa, Finland —
Beyond Reality TV: 10 Quality Contemporary Resources from America (90 min)

Students think they know everything there is to know about America. After all, upon turning on the TV, learners are
presented with a plethora of authentic samples of American life. For students and instructors alike it can be difficult
to sort out the noise and find materials rich enough to exploit for deep classroom exploration. Presenters will share
contemporary authentic sources from a variety of media, including podcasts, award winning literature, lectures and
speeches, off-the-beaten path magazines and journals, and more. Anchoring exploration of the U.S. and the world
issues from an American perspective, presenters will offer ways to generate opportunities for discovery and use of
such media with different learner ages and proficiency levels. Participants will come away with new sources for
discovering the plurality and complexity of contemporary American culture and thought . . . beyond Reality TV.

Margit Kirss — Cultural Studies and National Identity (60 min)

In the TEFL world we cannot speak about teaching a language without touching the culture of English speaking
countries. However, in nowadays world, the most crucial thing seems to be preserving our own culture and identity
and show it to others in their language. So, do the abovementioned ideas stand totally separately or can we join them
somehow to get the best out of them both? In this lecture-workshop | hope to discuss some ideas how to preserve
cultural studies in our lessons, and at the same time highlight our national identity.

Bibi Raid — Tallinn English College — The Importance of Literature in Language Studies (60 min)
As teachers of English we are expected to prepare our students for all possible futures z language studies,
science studies, a medical career or, indeed, a foreign university. My talk/discussion will draw from my
experience as a language and literature teacher and will focus on how we can use literature to help us prepare
our students for studying abroad.
In the 60 minutes we will discuss

V .the versatility of literature and how it can be exploited in a language classroom

V ..the level of written English the school leavers are expected to have when applying for a foreign
university
V ..some practical ideas and methods for using literature in classroom

The aim of this talk is not to teach or lecture, but to discuss and share. For teachers who are actively using
literature in their English classes, | hope to provide some new ideas and methods; for those, who doubt the
need to use more literature, | hope to show that it can be used in ways which are appealing and beneficial to
our students.

Ene Alas — Tallinn University — Examiner Perception of Role Demands During Oral Proficiency Interviews (60
min)

The presentation will focus on the results of the questionnaire study carried out among the teachers of English about
the perception of their role during the speaking test of the national examination in the English language.

Katiliina Gielen — Tartu University — Translation and Register (60 min)

Every gymnasium level teacher has had an encounter with the students’ use of inappropriate language register. By
register we mean a variety of language typically used in a specific type of communicative setting. However, no
register is a wrong register unless used at a wrong place and time. Yet, it is increasingly difficult to teach the students
the differences between formal and informal ways of expression. Translation can be a useful as well as enjoyable way
of discussing the possibilities English offers us on the matrix ranging from colloquial speech to academic or technical
language.



During the session we will be engaged in both interlingual (translation from language A to language B) as well as
intralingual translation (translation inside one language). Through comparing and contrasting text types (oral as well
as written), the students are encouraged to try out various ways of expression, refresh their language skills as well as
get confirmation that they are on the right path as guardians of correct register.

The course is meant mainly for gymnasium level teachers; others are not discouraged, but a relatively good
command of English is required. For better time management, you have to prepare a short translation from
Estonian into English at home. The course will give you a boost of confidence as well as some new tips for
classroom activities.

Katiliina Gielen — Tartu University — Translation as the Form of Language Refreshment (60 min)

Translation has been used for centuries as a method for learning foreign languages. But translation as a classroom
activity might hold much more than just looking for an equivalent lexical item. Through translation we can apply the
theoretical grammatical knowledge as well as discuss any language- or culture- related issues.

During this course you will be able to experience how the translation of one single text can and will address many
different lexico-grammatical issues and how active involvement of students will enhance everybody’s knowledge, the
teacher included. And there is no shame in that.

In order to benefit from the course the most you will have to prepare a short translation from Estonian into
English at home and we will together discuss the translations during our classroom session. Besides language
refreshment we will practice thinking on the spot, a quality no doubt necessary for teaching. The course will be most
useful for teachers with good command of English.

Leili Kostabi — Tartu University — Young Learners of English: On Their Use of Connected Speech (90 min)
Basics of connected speech: All elements of spoken English undergo phonological processes such as assimilation,
elision, epenthesis together with indistinct word boundaries which may confuse a young learner when hearing a text.
Awareness of these processes may improve students’ listening as well as speaking skills.

Objectives of the teaching of connected speech: to increase intelligibility, to improve comprehension, to develop a
basic understanding of the selected suprasegmental aspects of pronunciation, to outline the activities as a means of
mediating effective use. Terms.

Young learners’ specific features and expectations: their short attention span, exposition to numerous varieties of
spoken English (films, videos, lyrics etc.), expectation of having fun in stories, songs, riddles, limericks etc. On-line
materials which induce young learners to enjoy practising of connected speech (YouTube etc.).

Piret Sadam — Use of Films in the Language Classroom (2 versions, for Young Learners/Basic School,
respectively, a 60 min)

Basic school: Using situational comedies in language learning can be highly motivating for students. During this 60-
minute session some examples of the exercises tha could be used are provided. The examples have been previously
experimented by the speaker with her students and have proved to appeal to her students.

Young learners: Using cartoons in language learning can be highly motivating for students. During this 60-

minute session some exercises to teach cultural backround of he target culture and conversation are introduced.

Gary Anderson — Cambridge University Press — Teaching Adults ‘Real’ English: Core, explore and more (90
min)

If you’re teaching ‘experienced’ adults, you know they need both core language presentation and review as well as
opportunities to explore ‘real’ global English—plus extra practice, preferably electronically. We’ll be looking at
examples from English Unlimitedthe new course for teaching adults from Cambridge ELT, which offers a range of
ways to meet these challenges: lessons designed around communicative goals as defined by the Common European
Framework; corpus-informed vocabulary; a focus on pronunciation; authentic video, audio and reading material from
international sources; and DVD-ROMs for both the teacher and the students plus an e-Portfolio. This workshop will
suggest practical ways to enable your adult learners to achieve real-life outcomes in class and prepare to
communicate confidently outside class in the real world.



Gary Anderson was Pedagogical Director of the language program of the former American Center in Paris where he
taught and co-ordinated classes for all ages of learners. He was President-elect of TESOL France when he joined
Cambridge ELT as International Teacher Trainer based in Paris. He has given talks and workshops in over 50
countries on five continents, including at TESOL International and IATEFL UK as well as in Estonia, most recently
at the EATE autumn conference in Tartu in 2008.

Gareth Evans — Macmillan Education — Culture, Celebrities and Content in an Era of Global English — (60
min)

When we teach English, what are we also teaching? In the past high culture and literature were seen as inseperable
from language teaching, but with the rise of English as a world language we seem to have dropped these in favour of
a kind of light, popular, mass consumer culture. In this talk I will look at the approach of Global, a genuinely
different new adult course from Macmillan, which looks to alternative sources of content that are more educational
and that encourage critical thinking.

Gareth Evans is an experienced teacher of adults, having taught in Thailand, Cambodia, Canada and the UK. He has
also been Course Director & Centre Manager for residential summer centres in the UK during the summer months.
He has a passion for teacher training and currently spends his time working as an ELT Consultant and Global Teacher
Trainer for Macmillan Education.

Kelly Jennings — A Box of Delights: Stories for Extensive Reading — (60 min) Extensive reading can help learners
can improve their English through a good story as well as have fun and enjoy the learning process. Participants will
receive practical ideas to use graded readers in the ELT classroom and a free copy of an Oxford Bookworm.

Kelly Jennings — Tackling Writing and Developing Language with the Oxford Advanced Learner’s
Dictionary, 8" edition — (60 min)

Writing can be one of the most difficult things for learners to master. There are so many things to think about -
planning, structuring, checking - not to mention collocations, synonyms and register. The new Oxford iWriter on the
OALD 8" edition CD-ROM helps with all this and gives instant access to the entire dictionary to answer queries
about language.

Kelly Jennings is OUP’s Area Manager for the Nordic Countries and the Baltic States. She joined Oxford University
Press in 2004. She holds an RSA DELTA and has worked as a teacher and teacher trainer in the US, the UK and the
People’s Republic of China.



Shaun Wilden — Oxford University Press — Learning to Listen, What’s the Solution? — (60 min)

This workshop looks at listening skills and the sub skills that are used by listeners. After identifying these subskills,
the workshop will go on to explore the problems students have with listening in English and look at ways for the
teacher to best exploit coursebook listening lessons. We’ll be looking at materials from the Solutions coursebook
series. The workshop will also look at ways of extending coursebook listening to give the students further practice.

Shaun Wilden — Motivating Teenagers to Get the Right RESULT — (60 min)

Many adults find learning English a chore, something they have to daather than something they want to do As such
we teachers need to work very hard to make sure students are motivated to learn. To do this we need entertaining and
lively material that is relevant to their learning needs. In this workshop we’ll explore what makes a lesson motivating,
looking at some simple activities using English Result that will engage your learners.

Shaun Wilden has been involved in English language teaching for almost twenty years. He is currently the
International House World Organisation Teacher Training Coordinator but also works as a freelance teacher trainer
and materials writer for OUP — contributing materials to a number of coursebooks including the Business One:One
and Business result series for Oxford University Press. Apart from that he maintains several online teaching sites
including ihonlinetraining.net and is interested in the application of technology to teaching. He is also an external
advisor on the Czech maturita exam in particular on the writing and speaking papers.

Ulle Tiirk — Department of English, University of Tartu — ”We're all middle class now*: Social class in
England in the 21st century (90 min)

George Orwell wrote famously in 1941: “England is the most class-ridden country under the sun... It is a land
of snobbery and privilege, ruled largely by the old and silly.” This view seems to have dominated the thinking about
the British society both in the UK and abroad till the end of the 20" century. When the then Deputy Prime Minister
John Prescott claimed in 1997 "We are all middle class now”, he was universally derided. A 2008 survey found that
53% of the population regard themselves as working class and 43% as middle class. This means that the number of
those who regard themselves as middle class has almost doubled since 1966 and is predicted to continue to increase
so that in 2020 more UK adults will regard themselves as middle class than working class. But what does it mean to
belong to a certain class? Have the indicators changed over time?

The workshop will look at the characteristics considered typical of the different classes in the UK as well as
attitudes to the representatives of these classes. It will use examples from newspapers, literature, film and television
to do so and will include activities that can be used with secondary-school students.
